The building contractor tenders have been evaluated and lrwins have been
appointed. They put in the best tender and are starting on site on the 1st March.
They have agreed for service users and staff to visit when possible (when Health and
Safety issues allow). Irwins were also the main contractors for the Kinsley Base and
were very helpful.

The programmed finish date, that is the date when the builders hand over the
building, is Wed 29 September.

Service users are being taken to the site at the start of the process and will take
photos to mount on a display wall back at Waterton House, to show the progress of
the building

Over the next few months we will also be planning the transition for the service users
to the new building later in 2010.

Short Breaks Transformation

The site at Lawefield Lane will be shared with a brand new building for people to have
their short breaks in future, instead of at Batley Road.

There has been a competition to give a name to the new short breaks unit and the
suggestion of Clarence Gardens has been chosen.

Clarence Gardens will also be able to accommodate people with a range of needs so
if someone currently uses Cypress Road and would like to change to Clarence
Gardens, for instance if it is more convenient to where they live, they should discuss it
with their care manager over the next few months. The same Support Provider will
be looking after both Cypress Road and Clarence Gardens and support organisations
are currently tendering for this opportunity.

Filming has started which will result in an accessible DVD showing different housing
choices for people with Learning Disabilities. This will be distributed widely to service
users and carers in Wakefield

Training in Housing Choices

Training has been arranged for care managers to help them understand the changes
in the ways service users will be supported in their own homes in future and the
various pathways for obtaining housing.

Housing survey

We had a good response to this questionnaire sent out to everyone with learning
disabilities and the person who won the prize draw was very pleased. The response
is being collated. Preferences stated by people who expressed a wish to move, have
been sorted by area, so that ways of increasing possibilities for housing in those
areas can be explored.




South Kirkby Apartments

The builders are now on site in South
Kirkby, developing general needs housing
for Chevin Housing Association, which will
also include a block of 8 flats for people with
learning disabilities to rent. Each flat will be
intended to house one person but will have
a spare bedroom, so people could share if
they wish. One of the flats will be adapted
for a learning disabled person who also has
physical disabilities. There will be a
common room and a sleep-in member of
staff.
